2028 and 68 by 2046. However, the government has 
now indicated that it may attempt to bring forward the 
rise to 68. This could be as early as 2037, or even earlier.

	Work no longer pays – 1 in 10 pre-State Pension age 
households have savings of less than £250.

	Meanwhile the profits of the UK’s largest companies 
are 89% higher than before the pandemic.
