Region. Inside you will find a wide range of
courses that are available to you as a Unite
Representative along with newly created Bespoke
courses which can be found at the back of this
programme.

All newly elected Reps should attend their
induction training within 12 Months of being
elected. You are entitled to time off with paid
release from your employer to attend. Please
make sure you have permission before applying.
If you experience problems securing paid release,
please contact your Regional Officer.

Most of our courses are held at our Unite Offices
across the East Midlands region and on site if
required, ensuring there are always courses
available close to your home or workplace. We
are also continuing to offer courses online via
Google Classroom as an alternative. All courses
may be subject to being transferred to another
venue or online.

All Unite Courses run from Monday to Friday,
commencing at 09.30 and conclude each
day around 16.30.

The Workplace Reps, Health & Safety Reps,

Union Learning Reps and Bargaining and the
Law Courses are of 10 days duration split into
two separate weeks consisting of: A&B courses
for Workplace Reps, Health & Safety Reps and
ULRs and Part 1 and Part 2 for Bargaining and
the Law Courses.

Our courses are run by experienced tutors in a
supportive learning environment where members
share their own experiences and knowledge and
learn from each other.
